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Our Need for the Holy Spirit (Ruach HaKodesh)
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Two of the pioneers of the Messianic Israel movement were Angus and Batya Wooten, two wonderful people with hearts for the sheep and hearts for the future. In a resent communication, reflecting on the Messianic Movement as a whole, Batya Wooten expressed her thoughts, "I often thought about the Messianic Movement, and how we are bereft of reminders of the true Gospel of Messiah’s Kingdom. “For the kingdom of God is not eating and drinking, but righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.” Moreover, Yeshua proclaimed the gospel of the kingdom and He healed every kind of disease and every kind of sickness among the people. He also sent His disciples out and told them to do the same (Rom 14:17; Mat 4:23; Luke 9:1-11; Acts 10:38).

When people come up against killer diseases, they desperately need the help of the Body, they need those who would minister the healing Gospel of Messiah Yeshua.

We are sorely lacking in this area. And we, those who preach about the fullness of the Kingdom, above all, need to learn to excel in its Gospel. The Gospel of the Kingdom surely includes a knowledge of Torah, and the restoration of all things, but it also is hallmarked by true repentance, healing and deliverance, and it must be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations. Then the end will come (Mat 4:23; 9:35; 24:14; Mark 1:15; Luke 16:16).

Ours is a Gospel that includes walking in the power of the Holy Spirit, as did our Messiah. It calls for us to walk in the spirit and power of Elijah, in order to turn the hearts of the fathers back to the children, and the disobedient to the attitude of the righteous, so as to make ready a people prepared for the Lord. When the Ruach HaKodesh comes upon us, He empowers us to be witnesses for our Messiah. He fills us with hope, joy and peace, and enables us to walk in signs and wonders that attest to the coming Kingdom. We do not do this by persuasive words of wisdom, nor by great Torah knowledge, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power. Therefore, we need to sincerely pray that the Holy One might grant that we might be strengthened with power through His Spirit (Zec 4:6; Luke 1:17; 4:14; Acts 1:8; 10:38; (Rom 1:4; 15:13,19; 1 Cor 2:4; Eph 3:16)."

Batya expressed this well and describes our need as Messianics, to walk in the power of the Holy Spirit. What this (male) author has seen over the last few years is a pull back from allowing the Holy Spirit to function during meetings and conferences. We have scheduled the Holy Spirit out of our conferences and out of our local meetings. We start conferences out with upbeat dance music and we then have the dancers do about four or five different dances in a row, very nice, but it is generally entertainment with anointing in various places. We then do a few praise songs and then the speakers come on board. We end the meeting with upbeat praise and maybe very late let any worship truly begin. We do one song after another with no time for the Holy Spirit to enter our meetings. What do I mean by this? There is no room for our private prayer language or "speaking from our hearts to Him". There is no time for the gift of Tongues and Interpretation, no time for prophetic words, no time for anyone to read a scripture verse because our leaders are afraid of anyone doing something wrong! Yes, there will be some error, and correction will have to be given from time to time, but let's be the leaders who can discern the right from the wrong and the human emotion from the move of the Holy Spirit. 

Generally speaking, men are usually the ones to administrate the Holy Spirit out of our meetings. In Scripture when the Holy Spirit is discussed, it is with the female pronouns. Is it any wonder why men are trying to control it? Let's acknowledge our error, repent and get back on track! We need His deliverance, we need His healing in our bodies, we need His power in our lives!
Let's also be honest that the Holy Spirit was sent to us as an empowerment after we have repented and became His disciples. We need His power to continue and we need to give Him time in part of our services and conferences to do some things maybe we have not planned!

The Tabernacle of Moses which was a type of what was in heaven, should be a model for our worship. We have the outer court, a place for people to enter in and start thanking and praising the King of Kings. As we continue to enter we now approach the inner court and start reflecting on Him, with less reflection on us. Eventually, we as kings and priests, can now enter into the Holy of Holies because of the change in the priesthood that the Book of Hebrews describes in detail. While entering into the Holy of Holies we come and kneel and bow down before His Majesty and we worship Him. We no longer talk about us and our needs, but single-mindedly worship our creator. During this time of intense worship we should be allowed to pray to Him in the prayer language He has given us because we run out of words to express our adoration of Him. He has given us a plan of how to come in and worship him. We start with praise and thanksgiving, we then transition into reflecting more on Him and what He has done for us and then we enter into the Holy of Holies and worship Him deeply. I propose to you that this is the Heavenly plan of how we are to enter in to Him, even in our exile.

Let our hearts therefore be humble before Him and let us join together with the Holy Spirit and worship Him with all our mind, with all our strength and with all our hearts.
